On Sunday, March 28, at 2:00 p.m., 
we will have our regular meeting at 
The Works in Newark. This is a 
hands-on museum of industry and 
technology. You might want to bring 
kids along this time. 

The first floor is all hands-on, and 
glass blowing. Upstairs are exhibits of 
prehistoric and industrial history. 
Newark was quite a railroad hub in its 
day. Also upstairs are shops from the 
19th century. Off the courtyard, you 
can climb aboard the Interurban 
Railway Car, and across the street are 
the woodshop and print shop. There is 
an elevator. 

We will start at 2:00 on the dot to 
allow maximum time to take 
advantage of this visit. Refreshments 
are available for sale, but you might 
not want to waste the time. 

Take State Rt. 16 into Newark and 
exit at the downtown (4th St.) exit. 
Go south for a block or two and turn 
left. Turn right on 1st St. The Works 
is at 55 South 1st St. (740-349-9277). 

When you arrive at the front desk, 
identify yourself as a CGRS member. 
It is a good ideas to wear your 
nametag. You will be directed to our 
meeting room. After our very brief 
meeting, you are free to wander the 
museum at your leisure. It is small 
and accessible; we will take it over. 

Normal admission is $7, $5, $3, for 
adults, seniors, and children. CGRS 
will pay the admission for members 
and their guests. If you have not paid 
your dues, you are not a member.
